Declaration of Intent on DTN Zero Corruption

The prevention and suppression of corruption is an integral part of the Royal Thai
Government’s policy. It is specified in the 20-Year National Strategy (2017 - 2036) as well as
the National Moral Promotion Master Plan (2018 - 2037) developed as a strategy to
strengthen the management system on morality. The Department of trade Negotiations
(DTN) recognizes the importance of the aforementioned issue. | hereby declare the Intention
of DTN Zero Corruption, emphasising good government in both management and operations.
We commit to carry out our missions with transparency, accountability, integrity, and being
corruption-free, as well as maintaining honour and dignity of government officers and
promoting national interests. As such, | reaffirm my intention to exercise good government and
being a role model for DTN personnel. The following shall serve as standard principles for the
Department of Trade Negotiations in its administrative and transparency functions:

1. Transparency : Disclose and make available news and information related to
DTN’s operations, as well as the procurement procedures. Importance is also placed on
organising public-hearing activities and provides opportunities for stakeholders, service
receivers, and the public to participate in the process.

2. Accountability : Conduct management in accordance with good governance
principles, strictly comply with the rules and regulations and take responsibility in our actions.

3. Corruption - free : Prohibit all forms of corruption as well as exploitation of
position and duty for personal benefits. Promote and support a system or mechanism to
prevent corruption.

4. Culture of Integrity : Promote a culture of integrity, honesty and zero-
tolerance on corruption.

5. Work Integrity : Establish a clear standard on operations based on integrity,
equality, transparency, and accountability regarding management of personnel budget and
procurement. Provide proper working environment for all personnel.

6. Communication : Place emphasis on teamworking inclusively with effective
two-way communications. Promote a Community of Practice to encourage the exchange of
information and expertise among personnel.
